The organization and MST Services have agreed that it is NOT possible to implement the Multisystemic Therapy (MST) model with full fidelity, and that strict compliance with the policies and procedures in the MST Manuals in connection with the training of staff in licensed MST programs is NOT possible.   MST Services has requested the return of copyrighted training and program support materials, and has asked that the organization no longer use the MST logo or represent its programs as being licensed by MST Services.  MST Services will be unable to respond to queries about the quality of these programs (e.g., outcomes, model adherence, etc).  This licensure category can also be used to indicate an organization that is temporarily unable to provide MST Services in their community (e.g., loss of staff).  In this case, the organization may apply to have their license re-instated.
